Program, Lynchburg College. Dr. Nielsen licensed in Virginia as a Clinical Psychologist and has served in a variety of
mental health settings in his 30+ years in the field which includes drug and alcohol treatment settings, group homes,
residential psychiatric care, dual diagnosis treatment, family counseling, and university counseling settings. In his
professional career, Dr. Nielsen has considerable experience in leadership roles directing, at times, the therapeutic activities
of over 100 clinicians. As a result he has, learned first-hand, the hard lessons associated with managing a counseling
workforce and has translated those 20+ years of experience into his Administrative and Supervision of Mental Health
Agencies course at Lynchburg College. He regularly consults with mental health agencies, private practices, physician
groups, drug and alcohol treatment programs, and college counseling centers and presents frequently on the topic of
leadership and supervision at professional conferences.

As you may be aware, the Board of Counseling has approved recently enacted changes to the
regulations governing professional counselors, including the requirements for those who provide
clinical supervision towards licensure for Master’s level clinicians. These changes require that
supervisors receive training in supervision “consisting of a three-credit-hour course in supervision
or a 4.0-quarter-hour course in supervision, or at least 20 hours of continuing education in
supervision by an approved provider...” |f you have provided supervision prior to September 3",
when these changes went into effect, you have until September 3™, 2010 to meet those
requirements to continue to provide clinical supervision.

VCA would like to offer you the opportunity to obtain these newly required hours of continuing
education in a timely and cost-effective manner by inviting you to attend an upcoming training being
scheduled regionally throughout Virginia in 2010.

VCA remains committed to providing the counselors across the state with quality and cost-effective
opportunities for growth and professional development. Each November VCA’s annual convention
attracts more than 600 counselors of all types from across the state and also provides opportunities for
networking and marketing.
